Mapping Your State Directions

1. Type the name of your state at the top of the slide.
2. Create a legend for your map.  
a. Insert a textbox and type Map Legend.
b. Press Enter and type Population.  Go the State Facts link and find the population for Pennsylvania.  Type the number next to the word Population in the map legend.
3. Mark the location of the capital of your state with a star.
a. Click on the second slide for the map of Pennsylvania.  Locate Harrisburg on this map.
b. Go back to slide 1.  
c. Click on Insert > Shapes > and the star.
d. Click and drag to draw a small star on the map where Harrisburg should be located.
e. Right click on the star to get a pop up menu.  
f. Click on Format Auto Shape.  A window will open.  Change the Line Color to blue and the Fill Color to red. Click on Close.
g. Add the word Capital to your map legend.
h. Right Click on the red star.  A pop up menu will appear.
i. Click on copy.  
j. Right click underneath the map.  Click on Paste.
k. Click and drag the second star in front of the word Capital.
4. If the capital city in your state is not the largest city, find the location of the largest city on the map.  Mark it with a blue circle & add this information to the map legend.
a. To find out if Harrisburg is the largest city in Pennsylvania, click on the State Facts link.  Scroll down to the Geography section.
b. Once you know the largest city, go to slide 2 and find that city on the map.
c. Go back to slide 1.
d. Click on Insert > Shapes > click on the circle.  Tech Tip:  If you hold down the shift key while you draw the circle, it will produce a perfect circle.
e. Click and drag to draw a circle in the location of the largest city on the map in slide 1.
f. Type the words Largest City in the map legend
g. Right Click on the blue circle.  A pop up menu will appear.
h. Click on copy.  
i. Right click underneath the map.  Click on Paste.
j. Click and drag the second circle in front of the words Largest City.
5. Mark the location of the second largest city in your state.  Mark it with an open red circle.  Write the name of the city next to the circle.  Add the information to the map legend. 
a. Follow the same steps as above except you will need to make an open red circle.  
b. After you insert a circle onto the map, you will need to right click on the circle and choose Format Shape.  A new window will open.
c. Click on Fill, then No Fill.
d. Then Click on Line Color, Solid Color, and choose Red.
6. Locate York County on slide 3.  Insert a text box into the map on slide 1 and type York.  Then place the text box in the correct county on the map.  
a. HINT:   Look at the map on slide 2 to find York County’s location.
b. Extra Credit: label two other counties in Pennsylvania
7. Label the names of the states that border Pennsylvania.
a. Look at the map on slide 2 to find the names of the states
b. Go back to slide 1
c. Insert a text box for each state.
d. Click and drag the text box


Extra Credit:
Find the population of the states which border Pennsylvania by going to the State Facts link and choosing the name of the state.  Add the population of each state under their name.
