The 5th grade is going to participate in a great project!

All 5th graders are going to create pages in a wiki about the 2010 Winter Olympics.  You and a partner will be assigned a topic/sport to research.   You will type your information in Word and save any pictures that you find into a folder on the Parish Organizations O:\ drive.  Then you will receive a username and password for a wiki account.  This will allow you to enter your information into our Olympic Scrapbook wiki.

What is a wiki? 
A wiki is “a website that allows multiple users to create, modify and organize web page content in a collaborative manner.”  (taken from http://www.govst.edu/elearning/default.aspx?id=12984).  We will give you more information on how to set up your wiki page at the next computer class.  

Today you will need to follow these directions:
1. Topic/Sport assigned to groups of 2 – 3 students

2. Open Word and type your topic/sport, your name and your partner’s name.


3. Open the shortcut on your desktop to the 5th Grade Tech Page and click on the tab for Mrs. Nichols’ web site then click on the link for Olympics Winter Games link.

4. There should be several web sites listed for you to explore and learn about your topic/sport.  Also, there is a link to World Book Online.  Definitely visit this encyclopedia.


5. Both partners should have a Word file open for taking notes and a web site open where they can be learning about their topic/sport.

6. Save any links to good web site pages in your Word file.


7. Pictures, videos, tables, charts, etc. need to be saved as JPEG or GIF or PNG files.  Also, they need to be saved to O:\School Shared\Olympics\your class folder 5A or 5B\your topic/subject.  Here is an example: O:\School Shared\Olympics\5A\Cross country skiing WOMAN

8. Save all files to O:\School Shared\Olympics\ your class folder 5A or 5B\your topic/subject
