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Short Description:

St. Joseph School has a great computer lab!  There are 27 student computers, 3 teacher computers, an instructor’s station with a projector and a document camera.  The computer lab also contains one black and one color LaserJet printer. 

A classroom management application is loaded on all of the computers.  Teachers can bring their classes to the computer lab on open lab days to present a technology integrated lesson to the students.  However, there are two full time Information Technology Instructors in the computer lab.  The 1st through 6th grade classes come to the computer lab once a week to learn information technology skills.

There are also two Computers on Wheels (also known as COW’s) that the teachers can sign out and use in the classroom.  The classroom teacher can then use information technology resources (such as PowerPoint slide shows, videos from the internet, etc.) to present a lesson to the students.  Also, every classroom teacher at St. Joseph School has their own web site where they can post information for the students to use.  Often the teachers will post classroom newsletters, links to useful sites, project directions, due dates and much more!  The teachers can also communicate with the 5th and 6th grade students through their email accounts.  Every 5th and 6th grade student is given an email account on Gaggle.net which can be monitored and filtered by the teacher.
